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	ShortPresentation: The school is situated in a very rural area in the south of Germany. It is a Gymnasium with students aged between 10 and 18 years. The final exam is a diploma qualifying for university admission. There are about 30 teachers and 340 students. Since it is located rather far away from ur (or multicultural) areas, the students would benefit greatly from such a project through which they will get to know other parts of Europe and get into touch with people from other nationalities.

	ShortPresentation:  Our school is situated in a rural area  not far from Teide National Park, one of the most important of Spain. We receive all the disable students around our aerea , then the school is specially adapted for them. The centre has Secondary School and Technical colleges over Forestry and Computer studies:320 students and 34 teachers. Most of the inhabitants work in a tourist town named Puerto de la Cruz that is 15 km. far. The students usually go to the Univesity sites  in the island or study  in technical colleges around it. Students need to improve their skills in speaking foreign languages, since tourism is our main livestock.The participants are a group of teachers who are joined to different departments:Science, Computing, Geography, Math, English and French. We are eight colleagues that have agreed to join to an Erasmus proyect in order to work together over an interdisciplinary transnational curricula to improve our teaching practice

 

	ShortPresentation: Our school has been established in 1987 and we are located in the 13th district of Budapest. 45 teachers work here and helping staff is 18 person. Today 560 students swarm in the building daily. The age of our students is 12-19.  They can choose faculties like: human subject, English and biology. We have students from nearly all districts of Budapest, as well as suburban towns and villages out of the capital. The district Angyalfold is typical old industrial area in Budapest. Our student came from family of very various social background. 
The task has proved to be by all means demanding for both our students and the teachers. We had to learn new techniques of cooperation, sharing, monitoring and feedback. This, however, also forced us to renew our „dusty” ideas and routines about the teaching-learning process. Our students would like to expand their cultural and language knowledge among member of the European Union. Our responsibility is not only have we put an emphasis on the teaching-learning process but we have also concentrated our efforts on issues like team building, tradition, morals, human sympathy and emotional development. We are deeply convinced that this has always been and will be in the future the best letter of recommendation for our school community. Having those wonderful poetic nights, sports events, school leavers’ balls, school days, freshers’ parties etc. we wished to provide our students with something more than mere academic knowledge. Something to remember, something that will keep us together forever.    
Some of the students need psychological help due to their problems connected with dyslexia, dysgraphia. We have a few students at school who receive individual tuition because of their health problems of different kinds. We also have students whose parents are members of migrating population. These students need special attention because of the dangers connected with the weakening of parental supervision in the difficult period of puberty. 
In the School Curriculum is very important point the protection of environment. We have various program connected to our School Curriculum: project days, different action the recycling of material, week of science. The high school general education institutions, the majority of the candidate's students, there is no mature vision of further education ways, multiple interests, the students have not been able to decide their orientation, personality choose the most appropriate area. Furthermore, it is possible to lower the level of knowledge in the field of career choices. At this age more often turn to the interests, the idea of learning more. 
It is very important that students get as much information, not to decide on the basis of stereotypes and social life in terms of fashion more significant issue. It is important that we can show our students the opportunities they face, social needs, the expected change in trends. 
Their succes required to have sufficient self-knowledge, which is really the basis of personalities, abilities, talents, profession they choose reflects their interests. 
We get the name of “ECO School" in 2015. Our teachers organize several programs on edge that conception. Since that time It is a very impotrtant straregic goal to involve ecological, sustainable developement approach to learning process.
	ShortPresentation: Pärnu Kuninga Street Basic School is situated in the school building founded in 1875. A large number of the first government of the Republic of Estonia, many cultural and music action figures have studied in this building. The honourable history of Pärnu Kuninga Street Basic School has established a strong basis and set the direction to raise today’s youth through the school’s traditions and common values. Today Pärnu Kuninga Street Basic School is an integrated school where basic education is made available through national school curriculum but also through simplified curriculum. There are 512 students among which 60 study on the basis of simplified curriculum. There are 43 teachers + 3 direction members in the school.
The concept of Pärnu Kuninga Street Basic School is the concept of an inclusive school and its motto is more tolerance. School culture accepts every student’s specific features and capabilities. The emphasis lies on the student development which precondition is cooperation at every level. Students are supported and their progress is evaluated according to their abilities. Our school has unified values and behavioural standards. Teaching staff aims at being concentrated on all sides of learning and teaching process (teaching learning skills, using modern teaching methods, supporting creative and exploring activities). Special attention is paid to teaching natural and exact sciences in modern learning environment and using contemporary tools and methods. 
The integration between subjects and the development of a comprehensive world view are both very important in every lesson. Students are taught to analyse, to draw conclusions and to find links between different subjects. Parents are partners in supporting the development of their children. 
To ensure the professional development of teachers’ skills school works together with the University of Tartu and Tallinn. We participate in various pilot projects and studies in order to be informed about the innovations in the field of education. School is a place for practical training for both Tartu and Tallinn Universities. Every year we organize an educational conference in cooperation with universities.
During this project we would like to innovate our school's curriculum. That would be possible by learning from partner schools.

	ShortPresentation: It's a modern school, offering students good conditions of study, teachers equipments to match their educational ambitions, all staff with good working facilities. Currently the college has about 800 students divided into 33 divisions :

	DescriptionExperience: We are a team of six teachers mainly involved ( two men, four women) from different departments. Their subjects are the following ( in Germany teachers generally teach two subjects): IT / Music, French / German, Spanish / English, Math /PE, Chemistry / Physics, Biology / English. The language teachers will ensure successful communication between partners and intercultural understandig, the biology, physics respectively chemistry teachers will be responsable for the category groups biodiversity and climate change and the ICT teacher for everything concerning this sector. Two teachers are experienced in writing school curricula for their department.
We successfully completed a Comenius project in 2011 (e-read); three of the teachers who were taking part in this former project are the main responsables for the actual project and will bring in their experience.
As we have very little activities in the  field thematically covered by the project we are willing to enhance our ecological profile by this project.
	DescriptionExperience: -Our  participation in former Comenius and Erasmus projects  give us the experience to success in our objectives.
The leader of the group has coordinated two former Comenius projects in our school  call 2010-12 and 2013-2015, last one about the 3 Rs:Recycling, Reusing and Reducing. That´s an important point if we take into account  the matter of the present application: Climate Change and Sustainability. 
-As a vocational college  in Computing as well, we have colleagues expertise who will be very helpful to create the app proposed. In fact , these colleagues teach the matter " Web apps" in our centre and have begun to work on this app .Students of the vocational in Computing will participate in this kind of activities as well. 
Other hand we have a vocational college in Forestry,so students of this school will become guides of their partners of the High School when they do the activities  in Teide National Park and surrounded forests, then the mean topics of the project is sustainablility and climate change.
-Our centre belongs to "REDECOS" (net of schools for sustainability) in Spanish. This organization in Canary Islands implement activities about Sustainability, Green Energies and Environmental Protection in our school.
-Finally,  our school has a close collaboration with the "Cabildo de Tenerife" (Government of the Island) that rules the policies of Environmental Protection in Tenerife together with the Government Autonomous of Canary Islands, then it gives material and technical support to our vocational  school in Forestry  .

	DescriptionExperience: Students in Pärnu Kuninga Tänava Põhikool are encouraged to participate in the work of Tartu University research school. In Form 7 students prepare a creative work in groups. In Form 8 all the students write a research paper as an individual work. Students are guided by a teacher and they choose a topic based on their interests and abilities.
Students are given an opportunity to take part in different olympiads, competitions and quizzes. There is a systematic cooperation with the preceding and the following school level to basic education, with hobby schools. Natural science teachers do project works with Pärnu secondary schools in order to use their labs and equipment. Learning skills lessons take place in hobby schools (e.g. art and the study of musical instruments). In that way we use the best teachers in town to develop students’ skills.
The school has very good cooperation between different organizations in Pärnu:
- Rajaleidja (in translation: pathfinder) - career counseling center which provides group and individual counseling, lectures, workshops, meetings with people representing different jobs...

	ProjectRationale: Context:  

Global change in climate and biodiversity – which effects does it have and how can it be countered?  
As this change affects different regions in different ways , this project involves schools that are located in climatically and geographically diverse regions. By assessing the status quo of the geological and biological situation and through various activities it is realized how climate change affects different parts of Europe (and the world) and how each individual can act responsibly and sustainably in order to curb the change or its effects.  
To this end a transnational interdisciplinary spiral curriculum with comparative elements is to be developed, involving modern media and bilingual teaching.  

 Objectives: 

 - increasing the attractiveness of science subjects 
- improvement of foreign language abilities and skills, also taking into account English as the  language of science 
- better cooperation between teachers (interdisciplinary curriculum), also internationally; transfer of best practice 
- more media competence in the IT sector (app, Moodle, homepage, blog, school magazine online) 
- awareness that  local action has a global impact; more knowledge on climate change and reasons for species extinction with the aim that this knowledge will influence the students' behaviour (motivating medium: app) 
- more knowledge, examples and experiences on how to act sustainably in everyday life and in the local community 
-  through the comparison of the flora and fauna at the geographically very different locations, nature in the homeland  (and in general) is seen with different eyes and appreciated more 
- promotion of intercultural competence and exchange through joint activities for climate protection 
- developing a  sense of being part of the European Union (including Eastern Europe) 
- European integration (three schools from Western and two schools from Eastern Europe)  
- long-term cooperation between the schools as an integral part of the curricula 
- in Neresheim: prevention of a further drop in the number of students by increasing the attractiveness of the school, an improvement in the performance of the science classes, more interest  in ”Jugend forscht” (a German youth science competition), the development of a "project culture" .

Needs 
All of the participating schools see the need for increased interdisciplinary cooperation between colleagues and would also like to exchange ideas and methods internationally. Two of the schools, one of them an eco-school (Budapest) and the other a "sustainable" school (Tenerife), want to enhance their ecological profile. Two of the schools explicitly see the need to strengthen natural sciences at their school (Germany, Estonia). Everyone wants to increase the students' awareness of the environment and, in dealing with this global problem, enable them to gain experience in international co-operation and also to promote European integration (two schools from Eastern Europe, three from Western Europe, including Martinique). Two of the schools have not taken part in international projects for years (Germany, Estonia), one not at all (Martinique). At these locations students have little opportunity for EU-wide contacts. Naturally, all schools want to increase the motivation of their students to learn foreign languages, and also their teachers'. Two schools see the need to increase the teachers’ (Budapest) or students’ (Tenerife) acceptance of IT at school. None of the schools has ever developed or used an app in class. Its development is seen as an opportunity for being closer to the students’ everyday lives and for more professional orientation in the schools. 
The school in Estonia has a school development plan (2016-2020) and the school in Germany an evaluation report (2015) and guiding principles which the project can help to implement.  

Target groups: students and teachers (most of the objectives mentioned above, like increasing environmental awareness and improving foreign language abilities, not only apply to the students, but also to the teachers) 

Why transnationally? 

All the places have very different natural surroundings that can be compared as to biodiversity and the signs of climate change: Estonia: far north, Baltic Sea; Germany: continental, rural; Budapest: city; Martinique (geographically South America): endemic species, rainforest, cyclones; Tenerife (geographically Africa): Atlantic, Teide: 3700 m, endemic species, climate refugees. 

 Climate change and the loss of biodiversity are global problems that should be tackled internationally. Through a project like this, students learn that cooperation between different countries on worldwide problems can be enriching. They develop the feeling of tackling a global problem together. Moreover, students experience what the importance of English as a "lingua franca" and the language of science. 
	ProjectInnovativinessDescription: Students are strongly motivated by apps. In this project we can use IT  in a very different way - students can be not only  a user but developer. We can develop the student's mind not only from biological, ecological geographical, turistical point of view,  but  we can develop thinking in a logical system. We can improve students skills in systematization, logical thinking, algorithm.
This project will let us implement new ideas and solutions such as the innovation of schools' curriculas that will bring positive and long-lasting effects in our schools. It will also create a modern dynamic and committed staff ready to cater for students’ needs. As a result, more professional and friendly environment inside the schools will be created. Another difference is that more teachers will be involved in project work. Not only language teachers, but also headmasters, deputy-headmasters,  cultural studies teachers, sciences teachers, class teachers, IT specialists and educationalists. 

For some schools this project is going to be the first about environment, others are belonging to a group of sustainable schools, so the project is innovative and complementary.

	SupportDescription: Because of the very long distance from Martinique to the other partners (around 8.000 km, different time zone) they can only take part in the two project meetings and in two of the mobilities. As Spanish and German are the languages taught in their school, they will take part in the mobilities that take place in Spain and Germany, and come with bigger groups of students.   

We are anxious to ensure that they will participate in all activities as much as possible. - two to four students from Neresheim will apply for a mentor program for environmental protection at schools by the "Jugendstiftung Baden-Württemberg". 
	ActivitiesDescription: Activities  
1. Creating the basic version of the app in co-operation with students, teachers and, if necessary, externals.  

To this purpose, students and teachers who are interested in developing this app come together in two international workshops during the first year of the project. These workshops take place in the  vocational IT department in San Juan de la Rambla (Tenerife), with the professional aid of IT teachers. 

 
2. Creating the route to be traversed using the app: Students  (form 8, 9 or 10) will deal with the subjects of climate change, sustainability and biodiversity in their lessons, including what is or can be done by each individual and by the local community  (Geography, Biology or other). Of course there can (and will) be extracurricular activities accompanying these lessons (in Germany e.g. visiting the "Klimahaus" in Bremen, Albguide tours, a visit of the "Waldmobil"). In order to create the route to be traversed using the app the students identify suitable points of interest (POIs) in their local surroundings which are related to climate change and sustainability. The basic version of the app is filled with information on these POIs; these will be integrated into a route (similar to geocaching). Each school works with local partners. Examples of POIs would be wind power stations, shops, forests or the sea. For each POI, there is additional information on the topic and a question that needs to be answered. So the tour has a competitive character.  

 
3. Traversing the routes: The routes are traversed by the students (and teachers) of the partner schools during the international meetings at the end of the first and in the second year of the project. To this end the students have to translate the texts into English.  

 
4. Hands-on activities on the topic: During each of the international visits (from the end of the first year on) at least one activity will be carried out in which the students (in mixed international groups) give an active contribution to sustainable development (example: in Neresheim they will do some forestry, cutting and sawing off young trees in order to create space for the most healthy trees that are going to be harvested in 70 years). This makes climate protection a real experience and promotes the community between pupils from the different nations.

6. Development of the spiral curriculum  

At the project meetings, the short-term student exchanges and via online communication a transnational spiral curriculum with bilingual elements will be developed. This will be integrated into the curricula of the schools. Long-term international cooperation with the partner schools will be an integral part of this curriculum. We have analysed and compared the curricula of all partner schools and decided to focus on international activities in year 7 (or 8) and in year 9 (or 10). "Climate ambassadors" will be designated, who teach younger students. Details: See below (H.2: "assuring the project's results"). 
	MethodologyDescription: See above (activities):  

- The "SustainApp route" that is going to be developed by the students is a  clearly defined product which is  closely related to the students' local surroundings and everyday lives.  

- The development of a product (basic version of the app, "SustainApp" route) that is presented to an international group, who will give their feedback on it, stimulates the students' ambition and willingness to perform well (in relation to the topic as well as linguistically). Their pride in their countries/local surroundings makes them want to present them in a favourable light. 

- The development of an app is motivating for the students, as this is a modern tool they often use in their everyday lives. It is a contribution to more professional orientation in the schools. 

- Since adolescents often accept teachings from peers rather than from adults, the peer teaching that takes place here (presentation of the  the "Sustainapp" routes, debates, climate ambassadors)  is well suited to promote sustainable action.  

- In the intervals between the international visits, the students who have taken part in them present and report on their experiences on the project walls, on the website, in lessons, in school magazines, in local newspapers etc.. There will also be various online activities involving all partner schools. Private contact between the students from the different partner schools is encouraged. 

- At the very end of the project, the results will be presented to members of the Environment Committee of the European Parliament in Strasbourg. This is an acknowledgement of what the students have achieved. It brings them into contact with political decision makers on a European level and might incent their interest in (European) politics in general. It might also culminate in a stimulating sense of being "European". 
	TransnationalProjectMeetingsDescription: There will be two international project meetings, one at the very beginning and one at the very end of the project. In each of them, two teachers from each school will participate. 

In-between there will be seven short-term exchanges with teachers from all partner schools (Martinique: only two - compare E: "geographical obstacles") during which there is also time for discussing organizational matters, the development of the curriculum, the development and exchange of teaching materials and for visiting each other's lessons.  

The first project meeting will take place in Neresheim, Germany, in September 2017.  

The goals are:

    Agreeing on common standards for the app (+routes) we want to develop: (technical) features, length of the routes, possible POIs ... . In order to see what the app we want to develop (and its contents) might look like we will traverse the "KLIMA°Trax" route in Ulm (10 POIs, 60-90 minutes, competitive character).

Just in case any obstacles or problems arise, a set of common safety guidelines has been created by all the participating schools. It is our goal to ensure effective project management of crisis and avoid possible conflicts. 

A contract will be drawn up which will cover all aspects of the project and first and foremost  all financial concerns. 

All schools  of the partnership will be aware of their roles and responsibilities as will be set in the application form and discussed in preparation before the start of the actual project. 

Meetings will be held according to the agenda that has been previously decided upon.  

Minutes of meetings and action plans will be distributed in all the schools of the partnership. 

All necessary documents will be made for short-term exchanges of groups of students to make sure the students understand  and accept the rules. A common document will be prepared for parents to sign. The documents will touch the subject of times lines for short-term exchanges of groups of students, details of seminars (workshops, discussions, lectures, etc.) safety measures, health insurance policies, cultural background information. 

All decisions in the course of project work will be made through voting with each country having a single vote. In inconclusive cases, the coordinator of the project will have a decisive vote. In case of any problems with the coordinating country, second project coordinator will be elected from the group.  The new coordinator will, then, take over all the responsibilities. 

 If any participating country lacks human resources they may have difficulty: maintaining proper project management,  budget control, communication, achieving objectives at certain stages of the project. In this case, reliable and trustworthy colleagues will have to take over. We will choose the vice-coordinator for each country to prevent further problems. 

In case of any discouragement or lack of progress in project timetable activities, help, guidance and support will be offered by the project coordinator and  other participating countries. The coordinator will remain observant and attentive through the course of project work to recognise first symptoms of discouragement or lack of motivation, prevent further lack of progress, motivate and offer the necessary help and support. 

In case of any budgetary problems, careful spending policy will be implemented. Reasons for financial problems will be defined to avoid such obstacles in the future. 

We will set golden rules of communication for our students and teachers (importance of being respectful toward other cultures etc).

The IT workshops are a joint venture with the aim to develop the basic version of the "SustainApp". Short-term student exchanges are the only way to develop it in a multinational team. In San Juan de la Rambla and in Budapest there are teachers with the necessary know-how who are ready to develop this app with interested students and teachers from all participating nations (exception: Martinique, see above: "geographical obstacles").  

Other (five, one in each country) 

As described above ("objectives", "activities", "methodology"), for this project it is essential that the students present their natural surroundings and their "SustainApp" route to students from the partner schools, so that these get informed about and emotionally affected by the situation in other places and peer teaching can take place.  Joint activities (workshops, excursions, hands-on-activities, ...) make climate protection a real experience and promote the community between pupils from the different nations. 

Short-term exchanges will also help  our students to overcome cultural differences and barriers, they will stimulate the creativity of students, bring irreplaceable experience and let our students master their linguistic competence. Working in mixed-nationality groups will strengthen their flexibility and adaptability.

Teachers participating in this project will be more competent in their subject fields and will be able to adjust their teaching methods to students' needs in the 21st century – especially ICT-skills (like programming an app) and also social/communication skills especially with international partners. They will be more open to changes and they will acquire competences by using innovative / different didactic strategies. 

The teachers of the schools will use the spiral curriculum and its materials. 

By doing panel discussions the students learn to argue and debate, to listen to others opinions and to define one's position. 

Becoming a climate ambassador enables those students to pass on what they have learned about the topics of the project, e.g. climate change and sustainability, to younger students which themselves can become climate ambassadors later on as well. During the project and also after that they can do so also internationally, improving their language skills and representing their country and therefor spur on the European integration as well. 

Through the developed app all students of the schools (and even everybody is - ) are able to use it and learn about climate issues – not only inside the classroom, but also outside and on the ground.  

The opportunity of meeting members of the Environment Committee of the European Parliament in Strasbourg and discussing with them at the end of the project will leave a great impression and show the importance of the subject. This should motivate the students to carry on their environmental commitment in the future.  

Generally, students as well as teachers will benefit of the activities by the increase of awareness of the cultural diversity and they will develop their basic competences in foreign languages. Students will become experienced and aware of their own skills and responsibility for their education.

- We will design a questionnaire in which the students of the schools can write down what they know about the partner schools' countries and natural surroundings and about the topics of climate change, sustainability and biodiversity. We will also try to find out about their attitude towards an environment-friendly lifestyle, about their motivation to learn foreign languages and in how far they see themselves as "European citizens". (At the end of the project, we will ask the same things again, which will help us to evaluate the effects of the project). 

We will evaluate the development of awareness for the environment by counting the number of students applying to become a climate ambassador or participating voluntarily in actions for climate change, sustainability, biodiversity or environmental protection – inside as well as outside the school (e.g. local/regional cleanups, debates, …).

	DisseminationAvailabilityDescription: After the project, the transnational spiral curriculum will be integrated into the school curricula of the partner schools. Long-term international cooperation with the partner schools will be an integral part of this curriculum.  

 The developed "SustainApp" routes will be integrated into the curricula and updated regularly (open source). It can also be used by other schools.  "Climate Ambassadors" pass on their knowledge to younger students, so that a general awareness of climate protection and sustainable action is generated, which is reflected in all school areas (e.g. waste separation). The created website is also available as a source of information after the completion of the project (also for other schools) . It will be updated regularly. (Detailed description of the curriculum: see below). 

 
Cooperation with local environmental organizations of the respective countries during the project will establish contacts which will continue to exist even after the project has been completed, thus enabling students to contribute to the protection of the environment in these organizations. 
 
Detailed description of the transnational curriculum: 

We have analysed and compared the curricula of all partner schools and decided to focus on international activities in year 7 (or 8) and in year 9 (or 10). "Climate ambassadors" will be designated, who teach younger students. 

A: In form 7 (or 8):   
Climate change and climate zones are part of the curriculum in forms 7/8 in Germany and Spain (Geography). In Hungary it is part of the curriculum in forms 9/10, but in 7/8 topics like sustainability, environmental responsibility, climate and biodiversity can be integrated into various subjects (Biology, English, IT, social studies).  
1) Before they speak about sustainability etc. in their lessons (see above), students get into touch with students from partner schools:   
Via e.g. Twinspace they exchange information about their personal lives (hobbies, families, the place they live, their schools ...) and also about plants, animals and geographical features. Ideally each student will have a partner from another school, and every class will have partners from five different countries. The information on the partner students and countries is displayed e.g. in the classrooms.  
In which lessons this takes place each school has to decide for themselves. Probably in most cases it will be the English lessons.  
2) The next step is that elder students ("climate ambassadors" - see below) tell the younger ones what they have learned about climate change/ sustainability from their lessons and from their communication with the partner schools. This will be done in the students' first languages (subjects: Geography or other) and will help to stimulate the younger students' interest in the topic.  

During the next two years, further contact between the students of the partner schools (also on a private basis) is encouraged.  

B: Two years later (in forms 9 or 10):  

In their lessons students have learned a lot about climate change, sustainability and biodiversity. On Twinspace they exchange views and information on these topics with students from the partner schools.   
On a set day, there is an international debate on these topics (on Skype). Throughout their school career, the prospect that they will have to use their knowledge in "real" situations is a motivation for the students to learn to express themselves in a foreign language.   
2 - 5 students per form become "climate ambassadors". These teach younger students (see above) and help to initiate and foster activities that enhance sustainable behaviour in the school society. International contacts make the role of the "climate ambassador" more attractive.   

In Germany there is a "student mentors program for environmental protection" for 8th formers. We can use this program to turn students into "climate ambassadors". Through multiplication, the partner schools can profit from this program, too.

The spiral curriculum will be used and improved if necessary by all teachers in the relevant subjects. 

The app can be used furthermore and adapted if necessary by students with developed ITC skills. 
The basic version of the app can be distributed by the schools having taken part in the project so that it can be used by schools in 
other places to create a route with POIs in and/or around their home town.  

Students will stay in international contact via various online channels, so that they can stabilise their intercultural competence.

As this change affects different regions in different ways , this project involves schools that are located in climatically and geographically diverse regions: Tenerife and Martinique, geographically belonging to Africa and America, with a plenitude of endemic species, a  rural town in Southern Germany, a big city (Budapest) and, far north, a town by the Baltic Sea in Estonia. By assessing the status quo of the geological and biological situations in these regions it is realized how climate change affects different parts of Europe (and the world) and how each individual can act responsibly and sustainably in order to curb the change or its effects.  

An important part of the project will be the construction of a motivating app ("SustainApp"). This will be a kind of geocaching combined with a computer game and relate knowledge about environmental issues to the students‘ local environment and everyday lives. Its basic version will be constructed in two international workshops during the first year of the project. At the same time, at each school students (year 9 or 10) will deal with the topic of climate change in their lessons. They identify suitable points of interest (POIs) in their local surroundings which are related to climate change and sustainability and which can be integrated into a route which can be traversed with the help of the app.  For each POI, they provide additional information on the topic and a question that needs to be answered.  

 In the second part of the project, all schools will be visited by their international partners. During these visits, the "SustainApp" routes will be traversed by the international groups and various activities related to the topic will be carried out , among them at least one in which the students give an active,  "hands-on" contribution to sustainable development. Toward the end of the last meeting (in Germany) the project will be presented to members of the Environment Committee of the European Parliament in Strasbourg. 

The long-lasting effects of the project will be ensured through the implementation of a transnational interdisciplinary spiral curriculum. This includes the traversing of the "SustainApp" route, which can also be used by other schools, as well as a lasting cooperation between the project partners: In form 7 (or 8) students from all schools get to know each other (English lessons). Two years later (year 9 or 10),  students have learned a lot about climate change, sustainability and biodiversity. They exchange views and information on these topics with students from the partner schools. On a set day, there is an international debate (on Skype). Furthermore, 2 - 5 students per form (year 9 or 10) become "climate ambassadors". These teach younger students and help to initiate and foster activities that enhance sustainable behaviour in the school society. International contacts make the role of the "climate ambassador" more attractive.   

Beside raising environmental awareness, our aims are to increase the attractiveness of science subjects, to improve foreign language abilities and skills, also taking into account English as the  language of science, the promotion of intercultural competence, European integration, transfer of best practice, better cooperation between teachers and more media competence in the IT sector. 
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
